2010 Northern Idaho Open Masters Championship

Rules:

1. This is an annual event running every year in May. This event will be held at Sunset Bowling Center in Coeur d’Alene Idaho.

2. This is a USBC Sanction event. This event is open to all USBC members. Non members may purchase an associate membership for $17.00 thru the local association.
3. This is a scratch event consisting of 6 games of qualifying bowled across 6 pair of lanes moving 2 pair to the right for each game after game 1. Total pins will determine the qualifiers for Sunday finals. If one or more person or persons are tied for a positions for qualifying, high game will determine seeded for finals. If a tie exists for the final position for the finals, a 2 game match with total pins will determine the final qualifier for Sunday finals. This playoff will bowl Sunday morning at 8:00 a.m. 
4. This tournament will have re-entries being allowed during 2nd and 3rd rounds of qualifying, if spots are available. First time entries have preference on the last 2 times of qualifying squads. 

5. Lane conditions will be the same on all 3 squads for qualifying. Will be stripped and oiled prior to each squad no early than 2 hours prior to each squad start time.

6. Sunday finals will consists of 2 game matches with total pins determining the winner, if still tied a 9th and 10th frame roll off will decide the winner of that match. This will be a double elimination tournament. Lose 2 matches you are out.
7. One in four will qualify for the finals up to 32 bowler’s maximum if more than 120 entries. If less than 120 entries (90-119 entries) top 24 qualifiers will advance to the finals, if less than 90 entries top 16 will qualify for the finals.
8. Payouts will be 1 in 4 up to no matter how many entries.
9. Practice times will be 15 minutes prior to each qualifying squads for minimum of 20 minutes. Finals practice will be at 8 a.m. for 30 minutes. Finals will start at 8:30 a.m. on Sunday with no exceptions. Each frame miss will be scored as a zero.
10. Ranking of qualifiers for finals will be done by total pin fall.  Example: 1 vs. 32.ect… No pins carry over for finals, only determine rankings for finals.
11. Payment of all prize money and added money will be paid out no later than 2 hours hr after each bowler is eliminated from the tournament. We will make every effort to pay out as fast as we can for the out of town bowlers. 

12. Prize fund and added money is 100% return.

13. The Tournament directors are Merlin Rick Davis and John Campisi, and have the final decision with any conflicts or disputes that may occur. The decisions the director’s makes are final as long there is no conflict with USBS rules. 
14. Dress code will be shirts with a collar or mock bowling logo type shirts. Jeans are accepted as long they are not torn or with holes. No shorts will be allowed. Any violation of this will be a $10 fine, which will be added to prize fund during qualifying squads only. For finals you must be within the dress code, no exceptions will be allowed.
15. If necessary, the last squad will be open up to 84 bowlers.

16. Everyone must have fun. Thank you and hope too see you next year.
